To install the EBC-3300-BW chassis, the following installation steps To install a Mini-ITX motherboard, please follow the instructions
must be completed: below:

STEP 1: UNPACK Figure 3: Motherboard Retention Screws

Secure the WLAN
module with the retention screw previously
removed. Then, connect the two RF cables to the
antenna connectors on the WLAN module.

Step 6: Remove the nut and washer from the SMA
connector at the other end of the RF cable.

Step 7: Insert the SMA connector to the antenna
connector holes on the rear panel. Then, secure
the SMA connector by inserting the washer and
tightening it with nut.

STEP 6: SYSTEM FAN INSTALLATION
(OPTIONAL)

A system fan module can be purchased separately for the
EBC-3300-BW chassis. To install the system fan module,
please follow the steps below.

Step 1: Place the system fan inside the chassis beside
the vents for system fan.

Step 2: Align the four retention screws holes on the
system fan with the retention screw holes on
the chassis.

Step 3: Install the fan to the chassis with two retention
screws.

STEP 7: DISK DRIVE INSTALLATION

The EBC-3300-BW chassis has the capacity for one 2.5”
internal HDD. To install the HDD, please follow the steps
below.

Step 1: Remove six retention screws from the HDD cover.

Step 2: Mount a 2.5” HDD onto the HDD bracket. To do
this, align the four retention screw holes in the
sides of 2.5”" HDD with the retention screw holes
in the HDD bracket.

Step 3: Insert the four retention screws to secure the
HDD with the bracket.

Step 4: Replace the HDD cover and secure it using six
retention screws.
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STEP 8: CABLING

STEP 8.1: FRONT PANEL CABLE CONNECTION

There is a power button, a power LED and an HDD LED on
the front panel of the EBC-3300-BW chassis.

This button is connected to the motherboard with cables. To
correctly connect these cables, please refer to the user
manual that came with the motherboard. The connectors
that are provided with the chassis are listed below.

STEP 8.2: HDD CABLE CONNECTION

To correctly connect the HDD SATA cable and SATA power cable
from the HDD to the motherboard, please refer to the user manual
that came with the motherboard.

STEP 8.3: FAN CABLE CONNECTION (OPTIONAL)

To correctly connect the system fan cable from the system fan to the
motherboard, please refer to the user manual that came with the
motherboard.

STEP 9: WALL-MOUNT BRACKETS
INSTALLATION

Two wall-mount brackets are shipped with the EBC-3300-BW
chassis. The wall-mount brackets are installed on the sides, at the
bottom of the chassis. Each bracket is secured to the chassis by two
retention screws. To install the wall-mount brackets, please follow
the steps below.

Step 1: Align the four retention screw holes in the
wall-mount brackets with the retention screw
holes on the side of the chassis.

Step 2: Insert two retention screws for each wall-mount
bracket.
